This is a program that helps 

families with children who would normally not have anything for 

Christmas. These families are provided with gifts that they can leave under 

the Christmas tree for their children. 

The program this year, was having difficulty filling all the requests for 

help, so this year, we have brought the mission back to our parish after a 

long hiatus. 

We have adopted a family with two young children. Mom (Nicole) has 

lost her job and has a new baby.  And Dad (Derek) cannot provide enough 

through his job to give the kids a true Christmas.  Mom is asking for help 

that her children might have a normal Christmas. 

Marangelise is 7 years old.  She is 51ò tall and weighs 85 pounds. She 

needs boots, underwear, pajamas, slacks, tops and likes to do arts and 

crafts, would like some toy animals, childrenôs make-up, oil pastels, and 

likes to sing and would like karaoke things. 

Baby Barcellus is 7 months old.  He weighs 23 pounds.  He needs onesies, 

a winter jacket, pajamas, socks, and shirts.  And he loves light up toys.  

His parents would also like a foam mat for him to play on, some rattles, 

sensory age appropriate toys, stuffed animals and developmental learning 

toys.  His diaper size is 6, and disposables would also be appreciated. 

Please join the UOL and the Church School in giving these children a 

Christmas to remember.  Mom and Dad are allowed to receive gifts such 

as hats, scarfs, gloves etc.  Please, NO gift cards. These families also are 

able to apply for food, etc.  This program is really just for the kids.

**UPDATED COVID GUIDELINES**   

1) It is recommended by our Hierarchs that all who attend church 

voluntarily wear a mask whether vaccinated or not. Please use your 

own discretion, being mindful of others around you.   

2) People who have knowingly been in contact with anyone who has been 

infected/diagnosed with COVID-19 should NOT enter the church and 

should quarantine according to State guidelines. They should not return to 

church until they have tested negative for COVID-19***

 3) Please refrain from venerating liturgical object/icons/crosses by 

touch/kiss. The Sign of the Cross and a reverent bow in front of an icon is 

also an acceptable form of veneration.  

 4) All pews (except the ones along the side and back walls) are now open! 

We ask that you stay 3-6 feet apart as much as possible. Back and side 

pews will remain cordoned off, allowing the extra chairs to stay in place. 

 If you have been to church and have later tested positive 

for COVID-19 you MUST: 

1- Inform Father Boris OR a parish officer as soon as possible 

2- Tell them the date you were last in church 

3- Tell them date of your positive test 

This information is VERY important for the health and safety of our 

(YOUR) parish family! Parishioners who attended at the same time as an 
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infected person need to know in order to be tested and stay healthy, or be 

treated.

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(November 28 through January 6) 

The Nativity Fast is a joyous fast in anticipation of the Nativity of 

Christ. That is the reason it is less strict than other fasting periods. 

The fast is divided into two periods.  

The 1st period is November 28th through January 1st when the 

traditional fasting discipline (no meat, dairy, fish, wine, and oil) is 

observed. There is dispensation given for wine and oil on Tuesdays 

and Thursdays. Similarly, fish, wine, and oil are permitted on 

Saturdays and Sundays.  

The 2nd period is January 2nd through January 6th when the 

traditional fasting discipline (no meat, dairy, fish, wine, and oil) is 

observed. There is dispensation given for wine and oil only on 

Saturday and Sunday during this period.  

The Purpose of Fasting 

The purpose of fasting is to focus on the things that are above, the 

Kingdom of God. It is a means of putting on virtue in reality, here 

and now. Through it we are freed from dependence on worldly 

things. We fast faithfully and in secret, not judging others, and not 

holding ourselves up as an example. 

¶ Fasting in itself is not a means of pleasing God. Fasting is 

not a punishment for our sins. Nor is fasting a means of 

suffering and pain to be undertaken as some kind of 

atonement. Christ already redeemed us on His Cross. 

Salvation is a gift from God that is not bought by our 

hunger or thirst. 

¶ We fast to be delivered from carnal passions so that Godôs 

gift of Salvation may bear fruit in us. 

¶ We fast and turn our eyes toward God in His Holy Church. 

Fasting and prayer go together. 

¶ Fasting is not irrelevant. Fasting is not obsolete, and it is not 

something for someone else. Fasting is from God, for us, 

right here and right now.

¶ Most of all, we should not devour each other. We ask God 

to ñset a watch and keep the door of our lips.ò 

Do Not Fast 

¶ if you are pregnant or nursing a newborn; 

¶ during serious illness; 

¶ without prayer; 

¶ without alms-giving; 

¶ according to your own will without guidance from your 

spiritual father. 

¶ between January 7 and January 18 (even on Wednesdays
